The following information is provided from the 2015 Hand-
book for NAPLAN. In May 2015 the National Assessment
Program - Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) willbe complet-
ed bystudents inYears 3, 5, 7 and 9. NAPLAN has the sup-
port of all State and Territory Education Ministers and will
assess the literacyand numeracyskills of students across
Australian schools.

The results of the tests will provide important information to
schools about what each student can do, and will be used to
supportteachingand learning programs. Parents willreceive
a report indicating their child’s level of achievement. Each
student’s level of achievement will be reported against the
national minimum standard.

Student background information (student name, gender,
date of birth, language background and Aboriginality) will be
collected as part of the National Assessment Program.
This information is treated confidentially and held securely
to ensure that every student’s right to privacy is main-
tained.

The NAPLAN tests will be conducted from 12-14 May

In the Numeracy tests students do not require any meas-
uring tools such asrulers or protractors. In Years 7 and 9

there will be two Numeracy tests: one where a calculator
is allowed and one where calculators are not to be used.
Forthe calculatortest, thestudentshould use the calcu-
lator thatthey currently use at school.

Friday 15 May - A ‘catch-up’ day is scheduled for students
who missed atest or were absent on atest day.

Students may be considered for exemption from the tests if

they:

. are newly arrived in Australia (less than one year be-
fore the test) and with a language background other
than English, or

. have significant intellectual disability and/or significant
co-existing conditions which severely limit their capaci-
ty to participate inthe tests.

All other students are expected to participate in the tests.
Disability adjustments which reflect the student’s normal
level of support in the classroom may be provided. Large
print, Braille, coloured paper versions and electronic tests
areavailableto meetthe needs of individual students.

Access to disability adjustments or exemption from the tests
must be discussed with the school principal and a parent or
carer consent form must be signed.

Students may be withdrawn from NAPLAN bytheir parent or
carer. This is a matter for consideration byparents in con-
sultation with the Principal. If you wish to withdraw your child
from the tests, a parent or carer consent form must be
signed.

A student with a significant intellectual and/or
functional disability may be exempt. However, all other
students are expected to participate in NAPLAN and
disability adjustments may be made to support individ-
ual students. Adjustments to testing conditions should
reflect the normal support the student receives in the
classroom. Parents should discuss the adjustments
that can be accessed by their child with the child’s
teacher and the deputy principal, Mr Bristow. Large
print, braille and black and white versions of the tests
are available for students registered with the NSW
DEC, NSW CEC or NSW AIS as vision-impaired.

The completed parent-carer consent form for accessto
disability adjustments must be lodged with the
school by 1 May 2015.

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Compulsory School Attendance

Information for parents

Education for your child is important and regular attendance at school is essential for your child to
achieve their educational best and increase their career and life options. NSW public schools
work in partnership with parents to encourage and support regular attendance of children and
young people. When your child attends school every day, learning becomes easier and your child
will build and maintain friendships with other children.

What are my legal responsibilities?

Education in New South Wales is
compulsory for all children between
the ages of six years and below the
minimum school leaving age. The
Education Act 1990 requires that
parents ensure their children of
compulsory school age are enrolled
at, and regularly attend school, or, are
registered with the Board of Studies,
Teaching and Educational Standards
for homeschooling.

Once enrolled, children are required
to attend school each day it is open
for students.

The importance of arriving on time
Arriving at school and class on time:

* Ensures that students do not miss
out on important learning
activities scheduled early in the
day

s Helps students learn the
importance of punctuality and
routine

 Give students time to greet their
friends before class

* Reduces classroom disruption

Lateness is recorded as a partial
absence and must be explained by
parents.

What if my child has to be away
from school?

On occasion, your child may need to
be absent from school. Justified
reasons for student absences may
include:

e being sick, or having an
infectious disease

e having an unavoidable medical
appointment

e being required to attend a
recognised religious holiday

e exceptional or urgent family
circumstance (e.g. attending a
funeral)

Following an absence from school
you must ensure that within 7 days
you provide your child’s school with a
verbal or written explanation for the
absence. However, if the school has
not received an explanation from you
within 2 days, the school may contact
you to discuss the absence.

Principals may decline to accept an
explanation that you have provided if
they do not believe the absence isin
the best interest of your child. In
these circumstances your child’s
absence would be recorded as
unjustified. When this happens the
principal will discuss their decision
with you and the reasons why.

LEARNING & ENGAGEMENT

Principals may request medical
certificates or other documentation
when frequent or long term absences
are explained as being due to iliness.
Principals may also seek parental
permission to speak with medical
specialists to obtain information to
collaboratively develop a health care
plan to support your child. If the
request is denied, the principal can
record the absences as unjustified.

Travel

Families are encouraged to travel
during school holidays. If travel during
school term is necessary, discuss this
with your child’s school principal. An
Application for Extended Leave may
need to be completed. Absences
relating to travel will be marked as
leave on the roll and therefore
contribute to your child’s total
absences for the year.

In some circumstances students may
be eligible to enrol in distance
education for travel periods over 50
school days. This should be
discussed with your child’'s school
principal. =

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My child won’t go to school.
What should | do?

You should contact the principal as
soon as possible to discuss the issue
and ask for help. Strategies to help
improve attendance may include a
referral to the school’s learning and
support team or linking your child with
appropriate support networks. The
principal may seek further support
from the Home School Liaison
Program to develop an Attendance
Improvement Plan.

What might happen if my child
continues to have unacceptable
absences?

It is important to understand that the
Department of Education and
Communities may be required to take
further action where children of
compulsory school age have recurring
numbers of unexplained or unjustified
absences from school.

Some of the following actions may be
undertaken:

e Compulsory Schooling
Conferences

You may be asked, along with your
child, to attend a Compulsory
Schooling Conference. The
conference will help to identify the
supports your child may need to have
in place so they attend school
regularly. The school, parents and
agencies will work together to develop
an agreed plan (known as
Undertakings) to support your child’s
attendance at school.

e Application to the Children’'s Court
— Compulsory Schooling Order

If your child’s attendance at school
remains unsatisfactory the Department

may apply to the Children’s Court for
a Compuisory Schooling Order. The
Children’s Court magistrate may
order a Compulsory Schooling
Conference to be convened.

e Prosecution in the Local Court

School and Department staff remain
committed to working in partnership
with you to address the issues which
are preventing your child’s full
participation at school. In
circumstances where a breach of
compulsory schooling orders occurs
further action may be taken against a
parent in the Local Court. The result
of court action can be the imposition
of a community service order or a
fine.

What age can my child leave
school?

All New South Wales students must
complete Year 10 or its equivalent.
After Year 10, and up until they reach
17 years of age, there are a range of
flexible options for students to
complete their schooling.

Working in Partnership

The Department of Education and
Communities recognises that working
collaboratively with students and their
families is the best way to support the
regular attendance of students at
school.

We look forward to working in
partnership with you to support your
child to fulfil their life opportunities.

It is now possible for parents to make online payments to the school for amounts owing for stu-
dents, via a secure payment page hosted by Westpac. Payments can be made using either a Visa or
MasterCard credit or debit card. The payment page is accessed from the front page of the schools
website (www.banorapnt-h.schools.nsw.edu.au) by selecting $ Make a payment.

ltems that can be paid include voluntary school contributions, subject contributions, excursions,
sales to students and creative and practical arts activities (these include band, drama and dance).
There is also a category called Other this to cover items not covered in the previous headings, Other
can be used to make a complete payment of a school invoice.

When you access the $ Make a payment you must enter:

These details are entered each time you make a payment as student information is not held within
the payment system. There is also the option to enter the Student Registration Number and Invoice
number if you are aware of them, these are optional fields OR there is also the option to enter the
Student Registration Number and Invoice number these are not used at our school, please leave
blank.

This is a secure payment system hosted by Westpac to ensure that your credit/debit card details
are captured in a secure manner, these details are not passed back to the school.

You have the ability to check and change any details of the payment before the payment is pro-
cessed. Receipts can be emailed and/or printed.

Details of the payments are passed daily to the school where they will be receipted against your
child’s account. As a receipt has been issued from the payment page a further receipt will not be
issued by the school.
